Every effort will made to match schools with their preferences if possible. However, schools should be reasonable in their requests. For example, no single school will be allotted multiple permanent Security Council seats or several Crisis Cabinet seats. 
· You are responsible for making appropriate arrangements for transportation and lodging. Also, meals are not provided or included in the costs of the conference. However, we will be happy to offer suggestions and answer any questions you may have concerning such.
